What?

1. Carefully choose at least 3 songs, each of which connect to one of the BIG IDEAS in the novel.  Some of those BIG IDEAS are:

2. Print out a copy of the lyrics for each song along with the song’s title and name of the artist.  Make sure all of the lyrics are appropriate for school. 

So What?

For each song:

1. Write the BIG IDEA the lyrics connect to.

2. Write a quote from the book that shows how the BIG IDEA in the lyrics is demonstrated in the story.  Include the page number(s) of the quote.

3. Tell how the lyrics connect to that BIG IDEA.  To do this think about how the words and ideas in the song fit with what was happening in Crispin’s life.  

Criteria

This task relates to your reading mark for the term.

For each song:

· You have identified a BIG IDEA the lyrics connect to

· Your quote from the book shows how a BIG IDEA works in the story

· You tell, in your own words, how the lyrics connect to the BIG IDEA.  This will be approximately ½ pages of double-spaced writing (or around 100 – 150 words)

· Your explanation goes beyond the obvious

· Your presentation has few errors in conventions
